Mobile Phones

Walking Home Alone

Year 3 and 4 Swimming

Next week Year 3 and 4 will be starting their swimming lessons. Children need to bring their
swimming kit (swimming costume, towel, googles) in a named bag, which they will bring into the
classroom. Children will walk down to the swimming pool each week, therefore please ensure
you send children with weather appropriate clothing (coats, hats, gloves etc) to wear over their
school uniform. Swimming is a compulsory part of the curriculum, therefore children can only
miss lesson if there is a genuine medical reason. In these instances children will be walking down
to the pool with their class and will sit by the side.

We are also asking for volunteers to help walk the children to and from swimming - please
contact the class teacher or let the office know if you can help.
